Graphics in the Classroom
We would like for these projects to be usable in your classroom, but if you have other ideas, let us know.  Here are some ideas for your PowerPoint presentations and word documents:  first day of class welcome, parent-teacher conferences, open house, test reviews, certificates, room posters, letter home to parents, student assignment sheets, etc.

1. Create a PowerPoint presentation with three slides.  Place two graphics on each slide.  Match text/WordArt to a color in one of the graphics.  
2. Create another PowerPoint presentation with three slides.  Use a different set of  letters on each slide from: http://www.rozies.com/Zzzz/AlphaBytes/alpha.html
Place a watermarked image on one slide. 
3. Create a word document with a graphic behind text.  Washout and grayscale the image.  This could be class rules, welcome letters, etc.

4. Create a letterhead word document.  Place a piece of clipart in a corner; wrap your name, position, school name and address, school phone, and email address tight with the image.  Match the color of your text to one of the colors in the image.
5. Download three fonts from http://fontface.com/fonts  Design a document giving instructions on “how-to” download and install a font from this site.  Include all three downloaded fonts as part of your document; provide the name of each font, and what you liked about it.

6. Go to the following site and get a template to use in your classroom.  Please fully personalize it and change the image to one of yours: http://search.officeupdate.microsoft.com/TemplateGallery/ct145.asp
7. Save the bear image from the graphics web page: http://graphics.swadley.com
In transition, the image “accidentally” got discolored.  Make the letter “A”       255, 0, 0.  The entire hat needs to be 51, 51, and 102.  The grade card background needs to be 0, 128, and 0.   Please alter the image accordingly and place on a word document.

8. Using IrfanView cut three of your favorite icons from the desktop.  Design a “panorama” and place on the same document as #8 above.
